Trafficked Persons: Statistical Profile 



a. primary level – victims of trafficking in persons, especially women and children

b. secondary level – professional groups working with victims of trafficking and service providers on both national and international level (social workers, psychologists, doctors, lawyers, police other)
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Objectives: 

A. Facilitate the access to quality based and secure assistance for the trafficked persons

B. Optimize the services provided to the victims of human trafficking

C. Capacity building for professional groups

D. Elaboration of technical, educational and information materials

E. Trainings and exchange of good practices at the national and international level
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GENDER:


In cases of children, the number of the trafficked boys is 17%.





Age of the victim:


According to statistics, the age of recruited victims is stabile:  majority being 19 -  25 y.o.


In cases of minors, 4% were under 6 y.o., 11% - 7-11 y.o., 16% - 13-15 y.o., 73% - 16-18 y.o.








Family status:


61% of victims reported abuse suffered within their families, abuse also being main cause of the divorce.


 44% of the victims have children.








				











TYPE OF EXPLOITATION:


Most often the offers were related to domestic, physical, agricultural works, which ended in sexual and other types of exploitation





CASE refeRrals:





Most of the cases assisted by the Drop-in-Center were referred by the La Strada’s SOS Line. 





Referrals included requests in providing case identification, rescuing, pre-repatriation and post-repatriation assistance.  












































RELATIONSHIP WITH THE RECRUITER:


Around 71% of the victims were recruited by the people they knew (friends/boyfriends, relatives/parents).


29% either contacted people they did not 


know before or applied for some employment agencies.








RECRUITMENT METHOD:


Majority of the victims were recruited by use of false job promises (88%).


Recent trends shows that victims are paying for their passports or travel tickets.








Trafficking in brief:


Analysis of trafficking cases and victims’ profiles shows that victims were offered mostly work in EU; the cases of employment offers in Russia increased lately.





In the last 2 years most of the victims assisted, were trafficked into Russia, Turkey, Poland and UAE. 





4% of the victims assisted, were trafficked in 1983-1998, 5% – in 1999, 11% –in 2000, 13% – in 2001, 17 – in 2002, 13 – in 2003, 16% – in 2004, 10% – in 2005, 7% – in 2006 and  4% – in 2007. 





The total period of exploitation of 24%  of the victims was of  3 months, 17% - 4-6 months, 22% - 7 months – 1 year, 30% - 1 – 3 years, and  7% were exploited for more then 3 years. 
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RESIDENCE ZONE:


Majority of the victims recruited, come from rural areas (56%) and small towns (27%) of Moldova. 


According to the statistics, most of the victims are recruited in Chisinau and Transnitrian region. 


Only 9% of the victims were travelling outside Moldova, before they were trafficked. 


Around 80% of the victims did not know the language of the country of destination.
