The Montenegrin Women’s Lobby is organising two awareness raising events against human trafficking. The first, “Chess mate to trafficking”, is an interactive game with the participation of women chess players from Montenegro and aims to positively affirm the power of women to make the right choices to protect themselves and help combat trafficking in human beings.
