The purpose of this roundtable is to discuss how to improve the mechanisms and methods to provide effective help to child victims, how to develop effective interaction between the government and private sectors involved in child trafficking, and how to develop general measures and recommendations for all regions throughout Russia.  Participants at the roundtable will also be able to share their experiences and identify gaps in the current Russian legislation related to protecting the rights of children. 
Expected participants include the Ombudsman for Children’s Rights of the Russian Federation, the Ombudsman for Human Rights in the Russian Federation, the Public Chamber of the Russian Federation, the Commission on the Affairs of minors of Moscow, the Departments of Social Protection, Education, Public Health Services, the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the State Office of the Public Prosecutor, the Municipal Department of Internal Affairs of Moscow, the Commission of the Public chamber on Social Development and other state entities, as well as experts from international non-profit organizations, and members of the mass media.
