Conference on
“Using International Mechanisms in Combating Human Trafficking”
This conference will take place in Belgrade on June 16th 2009, at the Center for Cultural Decontamination, Birčaninova 21. The goal of the conference is to encourage NGOs dealing with human trafficking issues to use international mechanisms in lobbing for full implementation of standards necessary for combating the human trafficking phenomenon.

YUCOM representative, Milan Antonijevic, will present existing international standards in combating human trafficking, contained in the Manual for the implementation of international mechanisms published by YUCOM. This publication comprises a ready-to-use manual, and can be used as a reference guide for all persons engaged in combating human trafficking, including political stakeholders. It outlines the obligations state and non-state actors active in the field and at the same time it provides information on international standards against human trafficking.

YUCOM representative, Milan Antonijevic, will present the most recent UN Committee against Torture conclusions and recommendations to Serbia regarding the level of implementation of international standards in the area of human trafficking in Serbia. YUCOM will also use the opportunity to invite other NGOs dealing with human trafficking issues to submit information and observations on what has been since the publication of the latest UN CAT report for Serbia. YUCOM will also present the various Universal Periodic Review mechanisms and the observations of Human Rights Council regarding the situation on human trafficking in Serbia.

Other panelists will include Andjelka Markovic from the Belgrade Center for Human Rights who will outline the national anti-trafficking legislation of Serbia as contained in the Center’s annual report Human Rights in Serbia for 2008 and Jelena Djordjevic from the Anti-trafficking Centre who will present the state of implementation of national and international provisions in combating human trafficking. Finally, Marko Karadzic will present the future steps of the Ministry of Human and Minority Rights against trafficking in human beings in Serbia.
