LAW OVERVIEW - MONTENEGRO
Trafficking in human beings – CRIMINAL ACT

Trafficking in human beings is high-profit busyness and it is third kind of top crimes after weapon and drugs. Trafficking in human beings is hardest violation of human rights because traffickers reach huge ammounts of money using deception, force, and physical violence.   
VICTIMS  are women, children and men no matter of their race, age, level of education.

Victims might be exploited  in various ways – forced prostitution, begging, forced labor, illegal labor, false marriage, false adoption, organ trade.

Every year, between 600.000 – 800.000 human beings become victims of trafficking.
TRAFFICKERS  can be men and women, and they can do many activities – from exploitation, creation of false documents, transport, giving accomodation... Traffickers can be even persons who are close to victims (relatives, friends, boyfriends, godfathers...), and also can be people who provide jobs (agencies, internet).
Unfortunatelly, law regulation of this problem is poor in Montenegro. 
Montenegro has ratified all international conventions, but still we need to adopt better domestic regulations.

Traffickin in human beings (article 444) is a criminal act which as according to Criminal Code of Montenegro includes: 
(1) A person who by force or threathening, deception or keeping in deception, abuse confidence or dependence relation, keep personal identifications, give or recive money, exploit, tranfser, sell, buy, hide or keep another person in a slave position, make criminal act, prostitution or begging, trade of organs, will be accused jail from 1 – 10 vyears.  
(2) For acts from first note of this article which is commited  over minor, perpetrator will be punished even if he did not use force, treathening, or other way .
(3) If an act from note 1 of this article is commited over minor punishment is at laest 3 years of jail.
(4) If the commited act from notes 1 and 3 of this article was followed with  hard injury, the perpetrator will be punished 1-up to 12 years of jail.  
(5) If the commited act from notes 1 and 3 of this article was followed with death of one or more persons, the perpetrator will be punished at least 10 years of jail.  
(6) If the act from notes 1 and 3 of this article was commited by one or more persons, or the act was done in organized way , the punishment is at least 5 years.
Trafficking in children for the adoption (article. 445)

(1) A person who adopt a child under 14, in collision with the standard procedure, or negotiate in it, buy, sell or give to another a child under 14, provide transport, or hide it, will get the punishment - jail 1 – 5 years.
(2) A person who committed act form note 1 of this article, or this act is committed in organized way by many persons will get punishment at least 3 years of jail.
Slavery and transport of persons in slavery (article. 446)

(1) A person who violates international laws, and put another in slavery or similar position, buy, sell or give to another person or negotiate in these acts, or supports other to sell own freedom, will get punishment of 1-10 years of jail.

(2)  A person who transport people in slavery or similar position from one country to another will be punished jail from 6 months to 5 years.
(3)  If notes 1 and 2 of these articles are committed over minor the punishment is 5 -15 years of jail.
