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MINUTES 
taken at the public tribune held on June 5th, 2009 in Mostar
The Public Tribune was held in the hall of Centar za kulturu Grada Mostara (In English: Cultural centre of the City of Mostar) with the beginning at 11 h. The lecturers at the tribune were Ms Azra Hasanbegovic, executive director of the Association „Zena BIH“ Mostar and Ms Samra Filipovic Hadziabdic, director of the BiH Gender Agency. Moderator at the tribune was Ms. Enisa Maksumic, programme coordinator of the Association „Zena BiH“.
The tribune was attended by representatives from the institutions and organisations (both local and international) from the areas of Herzegovina–Neretva and West-Herzegovina cantons. The Greek Ambassador was duly invited, but did not attend the event. 
Ms Azra Hasanbegovic had the presentation comprising the activities and projects implemented by the Association „Zena BIH“ that are related to domestic violence and human trafficking, as well as, presenting the problems faced with in our work. Accent of the presentation and the tribune as a whole was put on strengthening of cooperation with the institutions and organisations in Herzegovina-Neretva and West-Herzegovina cantons. 
Presentation delivered by Ms Filipovic Hadziabdic was related to the activities carried out by the BiH Gender Agency and Gender Action Plan (GAP). In addition to providing definitions of relevant terms and statistical data, Ms Filipovic Hadziabdic presented the activities to be taken over by the institutions at all levels and NGOs pursuant to the GAP but within their jurisdiction. Naturally, in the presentation was tackled the issue of durable solution of the problem of violence and human trafficking as one of the ways for reducing the risk. 
Both presentations provoked the discussion wherein various examples from the practice were quoted, as follows: 

· Ms. Djenana Sehic from OSCE Mostar indicated the document titled the Orientation Criteria for defining the rate of equitable reimbursement for non-pecuniary damage; 

· Dr. Selma Jakupović mentioned the problem of allocating financial means for implementation of the projects of prevention and providing assistance to victims of violence and human trafficking and reintegration;

· Cooperation between government and nongovernmental organisations and its developing was the topic tackled by Ms Mirela Babovic from the Association „Zena BIH“, where emphasised cooperation between „Zena BiH“ and the City of Mostar as a positive model while finding a durable accommodation for victims of violence. She also mentioned the cooperation with employment bureaus while finding a job for victims of violence and human trafficking. 
· Ms. Maja Milacic from Montenegro Women's Lobby presented the current situation in the field of domestic violence and human trafficking in Monte Negro and about the cooperation that is established between the institutions and organisations. 
Discussion brought a series of conclusions being relevant for all authority levels: 
· To resolve causes of human trafficking including violence as one of the most frequent causes of trafficking in human beings, in systematic way ;

· It is necessary to do reallocation of budget funds - to plan and program funds for prevention, providing assistance and reintegration. 

· It is necessary to work on strengthening of cooperation between the institutions and nongovernmental organisations and strengthening of such partner relationship , and by doing that way to ensure funds needed for work of NGOs, too; 
· To empower the institutions, primarily centres for social welfare in material and human capacities in order to work on the problem of violence particularly on the problem of trafficking in human beings (be it about alien victims or BiH citizens);

· Urgency in resolving of court procedures of domestic violence and human trafficking and respecting all rights of victims of the above criminal acts. 
The public tribunes was held within the third joint project of ARIADNE network of NGOs against trafficking in human beings in South-East and East Europe, and supported by the Ministry for Foreign Affairs of the Republic Greece. 
ARIADNE Network is the network against trafficking in human beings in South-East and East Europe, that consists of 18 NGOs from 13 countries (Albania, Bosnia and  Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Former Yugoslav Republic Macedonia, Greece, Croatia, Monte Negro, Moldova, Romania, Russia, Serbia (and Kosovo), Turkey and Ukraine). The Network was established following the initiative made by the Human Rights Defence Centre, Greece in June 2005 with its seat in Athens, Greece. The Mission of the ARIADNE Network is fight against trafficking in human beings through coordinated actions in the countries across the region, countries of all, origin, transit and destination. Cooperation is done on trilateral basis – between state agencies, international organisations and NGOs and is aimed at providing the best possible assistance to victims and  addressing of existing and newly occurred problems.  
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
